Recreation Department
The Town’s Recreation Department is responsible to provide the San Anselmo community with the opportunity to enjoy a variety of sports, leisure, arts and recreational activities and classes.  A wide array of classes and programs is offered for all ages and abilities throughout the year.  
In addition, summer day camps and summer sports camps provide quality, affordable summer programming for children.  Parkside Preschool serves over 50 toddlers (and their parents) annually in pre care, post care and preschool programming.

The Recreation Department is led by Recreation Director Doug Long, who has been with the Town for three years.  Doug has over 25 years of recreation experience and is currently pursuing his Masters Degree in Public Administration at California State University, Hayward.

Doug’s hardworking and enthusiastic staff coordinates the extensive programming that the department sponsors.

· Dana Gibson, Leisure Coordinator, is responsible for our summer day camps and youth and adult culture classes, including art, dance, and music. 
· Chris Thoennes, Sports Coordinator, is well known around town for his long-time involvement in youth sports, including softball, baseball, soccer, golf, tennis and tumbling.

· Greg Mihan, Recreation Coordinator, coordinates the after school enrichment programs, including the Stay ‘n Play programs offered in cooperation with the Ross Valley School District.

· Andrea Torrey, Recreation Coordinator, is responsible for the administrative coordination of the department, including marketing and the Summer Shorts program.

· Dawn Jones, Preschool Director, is in charge of the popular Parkside Preschool, serving preschoolers and their parents year round.

Picnic Reservations

The Town offers picnic areas that may be reserved on a first-come, first-served basis.  The reservation fee is payable in full at the time of the reservation.  Reservation fees are non-refundable; in case of inclement weather, the fee may be applied to a future reservation.  Reservations are accepted a maximum of six months in advance.

Memorial Park has three picnic areas, as follows:

· Small Group Area – Next to Millennium Playground, recommended for children’s events only, maximum capacity is 30 persons.  Inflatable jumpers are not all allowed.  Amenities include four picnic tables and a double barbecue.

· Large Group Area – Located at the northeastern side of the park (farthest from the playground), with a maximum capacity of 75 people.  Inflatable jumpers are allowed.  Amenities include six picnic tables and two double barbecues.

· Elders Garden – Small round tables and benches.  Capacity for 15 people.

Creek Park Picnic Area – Located in downtown San Anselmo with picnic tables that seat 20 people.

Robson Harrington House and Grounds:

· Upper Picnic Area – Maximum capacity is 45 people.  Amenities include two picnic tables.

· Lower Picnic Area – Located on the lower lawn of Robson park with a maximum capacity of 60 people.  Amenities include large picnic tables and two double barbecues.
