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Purpose of the library parcel tax:
The parcel tax is meant to increase the San Anselmo Library open hours, improve children’s services at the Library including hiring a special children’s Librarian, and enhance general Library services.
Increased Library Hours:
Library open hours were increased from 36 to 46 hours per week in January 2011. Note that the Friends of the Library had been paying the operating costs for ten hours per week from 26 to 36, up until January 2011. The library opened the week between the Christmas and New Year’s holiday which totaled 33 more hours in 2012.  A 20-hour per week Library Assistant was hired, February 2011, in order to help staff the public service desk, process new materials, and assist with other responsibilities of a fully-functioning library.
Improved Children’s Services:
Children’s Librarian hired in February 2011, full time.
Preschool:
